CONDITIONS OF AWARD (PAS)

Pacific Asian Scholarships (PAS) are awarded by the Dean of the Graduate Division upon
recommendation by the field of study. The award is normally for one semester, and
students must reapply for following semesters.

To qualify and to remain eligible for an award, the student must:
1. Be in good academic standing, with a minimum grade point ratio (GPR) of 3.5.

2. Be a classified graduate student in a degree program. Certificate Students are not
eligible.

3. The minimum required courseload for PAS holders is eight degree-related credits. An
enrollment check will be made shortly after registration. PAS awards for students enrolled
for less than the required number of credits will be rescinded. THE STUDENT WILL THEN
BE REQUIRED TO REIMBUSE THE UNIVERSITY IN FULL FOR TUITION COSTS
WAIVED ON HIS/HER BEHALF. This policy also will apply to students who drop below the
required courseload during the semester, or if for any other reason, the waiver becomes
invalid.

Students enrolled for dissertation (POLS 800) are not eligible. Students enrolled for
thesis (POLS 700) must be enrolled for a total of at least six degree related credits.
Additional 700 units beyond the number required for graduation cannot be taken on
aTw.

The PAS exempts tuition only; The minimum award is $500.The PAS recipient is
responsible for all activity/laboratory fees. Non-payments of fees by the payment deadline
will result in the cancellation of registration (see "Payment Receipt Deadlines" in the UHM
Schedule of Classes).
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
